The Association of Ancient Greek Philosophy "syn Athena" and the Hellenic Society of Criminology are organizing
the 7t Political Philosophy Conference, this year on the theme 'Public Resource Management: ethical &
criminological issues,' which will be held virtually on December 11-13, 2026 (WebEx). This year's conference aims
to examine the importance of the rational management of public resources, that is, resources whose management
and allocation by definition are aimed towards the common benefit. More specifically, the focus is on the control of
the material and immaterial collective resources of a community, starting from the case of Greece: regarding state
property, regarding monetary funds managed by the Greek government, regarding human resources (appointment
of employment positions and social roles), regarding natural energy and environmental resources (water and forest
areas, natural energy reserves), as well as cultural heritage, tangible and intangible.

Taking into account that the securing, acquisition, preservation and handling of material and immaterial
collective resources of a community and state falls under the work of politicians, as a continuation of the previous
conference (6t Political Philosophy Conference - 'Politics & Knowledge'), this conference focuses specifically on the
phenomenon of scandal, as a prominent deviation from what is desirable and proper in terms of the management of
public resources and which concerns the identification of margins for improvement in the management of the
material and immaterial resources of the community. Examining in particular the phenomenon of scandal over time
and across cultures, this conference invites contributions from all relevant fields (Criminology, History, Sociology,
Law, Political Science, Philosophy), which can contribute and suggest further directions based on the following
questions:

- Is the management of public resources of a community and state important and why? What consequences does
the rational or non-rational control of public resources have in terms of the survival, longevity and progress of
a community and organized state?

- What information do we have from the history of public resource management in Greece, starting from the first
English loans of 1824-1825 onwards?

- What information can we draw from the management and history of public resource management from other
communities, countries and other cultures in general?

- What directions can there be for effective improvement in the provision and management of public resources
by competent authorities?

Abstracts must not exceed 500 words
excluding references. Each participant is entitled to only one (individual or co-authored) oral presentation. All
presentations will be allocated 20 minutes with joined sessions for discussion.
